Introductions

Everyone in attendance introduced themselves and Bridgette Carter gave a quick re-cap to the history of YNPN and the Milwaukee chapter.  Additionally, Bridgette told the group how Elysse Chay and she met with Barb Duffy from the UWM Nonprofit Portal.  Barb told Bridgette and Elysse that she was committed to helping this group grow.  Shirley Bufford said that’s why she was in attendance-she works with Barb as well.

Additionally, Bridgette and Elysse met with the director of Entech at UWM.  This organization, which is based in UWM, supports nonprofits with any of their technology needs, including web site.  This sparked a discussion on the YNPN-Milwaukee chapter web site.

ACTION ITEM: A web site committee will be formed to further discuss these ideas and how to put them into play.

Additionally, the group talked about the list serv as that is the main marketing and communication tool of the chapter.  Ultimately, the web site committee will also have reign over the list serv.

ACTION ITEM: Bridgette Carter will create a Rules and Regulations list to add to the confirmation email all new members to the list serv receive.  

ACTION ITEM: Members in attendance all signed up to be a facilitator for the list serv for a week.  Maggie will remind the member the week before their duty.  They will be asked to post a couple of messages each to get the conversation flowing.  Please see document “List Serv Sign Up” for the schedule.

Social Event

The first networking event for YNPN will be at 6 pm on June 6, 2006 at Pedrano’s Restaurant which is located on 600 N. 6th St.  Attendance at this event will be free.  Hopefully, there will be a drink special that night.  Five tabletops will be reserved for the group, but we can spill over into the bar or patio if necessary.  Elysse suggested that we turn this event into a speed networking event.  Each person in attendance would get three minutes at each ‘station’ to meet new people and practice their elevator speech.  It was decided to market the event as come anytime, but the program starts at 6.  We’ll do the speed networking for an hour and allow people to mingle before and after as they choose.  

E-vite was suggested as a way to send out this invitation, but it was pointed out that work emails don’t always accept those messages.  Additionally, that wouldn’t be able to be passed on.  

ACTION ITEM: Elysse Chay will work on the invitation, send to the event committee for approval, and then to the entire list serv to pass on.
